“Is there an instrument that can be used to foster music literacy in the classroom
that is fun to play, inexpensive, portable, and suited to any style of music?”

“fun from day one” and that would open doors for students wishing
to pursue music further. Naturally, he sought the benefit of
Chalmers’ experience and together they began to develop Ukulele
in the Classroom, a new and exciting resource for music teachers.

The result is a sequential, performance-based ukulele method
through which students explore elements of music including
melody, harmony, rhythm, form, tempo, dynamics, and tone.
Areas of skill include singing, picking, strumming, ear
training, sight-reading, improvising, music theory,
harmonizing, arranging, and more.
