	Formative Assignments:

Creating and Performing:  Developing technical skills on instrument through use of method books and appropriate repertoire; composition activities using The Creative process anchor chart as a guide; recording activities; improvisation.
Reflecting, Responding and Analyzing: Listening activities; application of critical analysis process by comparing and contrasting recorded works; concert reviews; self-assessments of performance using recordings; research projects; creation of a personal listening history

Foundations:  Theory worksheets and quizzes; class discussions; rhythmic and melodic dictation; listening activities; improvisation.

Summative Assignments:

Creating and Performing: Choose a classical solo piece to prepare and perform, research the composer and stylistic features from the musical era from which it came, present a brief introduction on the composer and era to the class, and perform the solo.
Reflecting, Responding and Analyzing: Choose a Canadian popular song, using Canadian content rules, analyze the song lyrics and their meaning in society, analyze the 7 musical elements and how they reflect the style and meaning of the song, present a recording song for the class and engage a discussion about it with the audience, and hand in a formal written report of the analysis.
Foundations:  Prepare and perform 3 major scales, apply your choice of various dynamics, articulations, and tempi to each scale, and in a journal reflect on how each scale is treated expressively, and how these elements of music are used in your repertoire as means of musical expression.
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
