	Unit 1: Composing

· Engage in score study in order to use a variety of compositional styles in their own writing

· Creating music for commercial products (eg. film scores, commercial jingles, video games, websites, etc.)

· Creating compositions of increasing complexity in a variety of historical forms, and describing their musical choices

· Creating compositions of increasing complexity in the styles of a variety of cultures, and describing their musical choices

· Composing using sequencing software (Link to LESSON)
Unit 2: Accompaniment

· Work with music software to create accompaniments for solos or ensembles (Link to LESSON)
Unit 3:  Recording and Editing (Creating a Live CD) (Link to LESSON)
· Use audio-editing software (eg. Audacity, Garage Band) explore layering and multi-tracking in recording live performance

· Research how to secure rights in recording a CD

Unit 4: Making Connections

· Prepare for future pathways in music technology by creating resumes, portfolios, etc.
