	Pause and Ponder

	Whole Class – Graffiti 
1. Have students divide into and give each a large piece of paper.  Assign each group one of the following topics to begin their brainstorming on. 
1. Job – to work transition

2. Apprenticeship

3. Trades

4. College

5. University

6. Part time or summer jobs for students

7. Other ways to make money through music

2. Have groups rotate to through each of the papers brainstorming music related jobs for each as well as the responsibilities for the job.
3. Have the students rotate back to their original groups where they will present what has been recorded by all the groups to the class.

4. Explicitly share the learning goals with the students.
	Assessment for Learning (AfL)
Graffiti assignment may indicate a need for more explicit teaching of possible music related pathways.

Students are able to identify career paths that they want to follow early in high school so that they can plan to take the necessary courses to be successful.
Assessment as Learning

(AaL)

Ticket out the door – gives teacher a chance to review each student’s specific plans and research to allow for additional teaching, refocusing, etc as needed for each student.
Co-constructed checklist allows students to self and peer assess to ensure all parts of the project are complete before final assessment.

Differentiation (DI)

During brainstorming, make suggestions to groups if they are having difficultly coming up with their own.

Students can make present their pathways by writing them out, or drawing them by hand, without the use of a computer.

Students can apply the skills they have learned through music and music related jobs to a fine arts related career.

Students can present only to the teacher.
Students can work together.

	Whole Class – Constructing Criteria

1. Decide together what the expectations will be for this project and what information needs to be presented for each pathway i.e. music courses they should take in high school, other high school courses they need to graduate or apply to the program, a copy of their résumé (or a copy for each career path), how many different career paths need to research and present, how will information be presented (i.e. concept map), how will you indicate the sources of information (APA, CMS, MLA, Turabian footnotes, etc)  
2. From these ideas, generate a checklist for students to ensure that they are properly completing the assignment.
Whole Class – Demonstration

1. Model for the students resources they can use to research their pathways like Career Searching website like Career Cruising, Alberta Occupational Profiles, Ministry of Training, Colleges & Universities Ontario, and Ministry of Advanced Education and Labour Market Development (BC)
2. Review with the students the software available to them to present their pathways.

Independent – Exploration of possible pathways

1. Students will explore different music related careers and research the necessary courses and training required.

2. Students will take notes on their research making sure to gather the necessary information so that can properly reference it later

3. Students will prepare their pathways they have discovered to present to the rest of the class.

	Independent – Ticket Out the Door
1. Students will hand into the teacher their research notes, either electronically or hard copy, to show their process and to ensure students are on track

Whole class – peer assessment

1. Students will work in partners when their research is complete.  They will go through the co-constructed checklist to ensure that their partner has completed all the requirements.

Whole class – Presentation

1. Students will present their pathways to the rest of the class including all the items decided on from the co-created checklist  i.e. music courses they should take in high school, other high school courses they need to graduate or apply to the program, a copy of their résumé (or a copy for each career path), etc.
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
