	The Critical Analysis Process

• Apply critical listening, analysis, experiment and reflection to enrich musical judgment and support compositional skill

• Listen to and reflect on selections from a wide range of musical styles and genres in order better inform their musical analysis and creative expression. 

• Enhance musical skill, aesthetic judgment and creative expression 

• Integrate the critical process with the creative process through ongoing composition and analytic reflection

Demonstrate an understanding of the relationship between music and society

• analysis of and creation for, various forms of media

• Apply critical listening and analytical skills to understand  and enhance musical understanding and appreciation of compositions by:

     • various cultures and communities

     • significant individuals or groups
