	Whole Group Activity – Teacher Modeling
1. Listening Activity: Play a recording of Tchaikovsky’s Romeo and Juliet Overture.
2. What is your first impression of the piece?
3. What is the storyline of Romeo and Juliet?  What are the main ideas? (highlight the following: influence of Friar Lawrence, love between Romeo and Juliet, feud between the families)
4. Listen to the piece again.  Identify these three ideas in the music. Identify the themes in the score. (use Machlis: Enjoyment of Music and Norton Scores) Love Theme
5. Analyze how the elements of music are used.

	Assessment for Learning (AfL) Listen to the analysis of the scores by peers. Highlight the techniques used by various composers.

	Direct Teaching 

Define Program music – (from wikipedia)

“Program music is a type of art music that attempts to render musically an extra-musical narrative. The narrative itself might be offered to the audience in the form of program notes, inviting imaginative correlations with the music. The paradigm example is Hector Berlioz's Symphonie fantastique, which relates a drug-induced series of morbid fantasies concerning the unrequited love of a sensitive poet involving murder, execution, and the torments of Hell. The genre culminates in the symphonic works of Richard Strauss that include narrations of the adventures of Don Quixote, Till Eulenspiegel, the composer's domestic life, and an interpretation of Nietzsche's philosophy of the Superman. Following Strauss, the genre declined and new works with explicitly narrative content are rare. Nevertheless the genre continues to exert an influence on film music, especially where this draws upon the techniques of late romantic music.”

	Whole Group Activity:
Presentation of analysis by students – 

Listen to the recordings of the pieces studied and have students highlight their analysis for the motif that they analyzed.  State their impression of the effectiveness of the title or motif with the character or idea that it represents.

OR

Have the students play the motif on their instrument or voice.  Present their analysis to the class after they perform the selection. State their impression of the effectiveness of the title or motif with the character or idea that it represents.
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
