2. Teacher Prompts: 
“How has the composer engaged the viewer in the story?”
“What elements of music were explored to identify a motif with the various characters in the story?” (pitch, timbre, tempo, dynamics)

	Independent work:

PART 1:

1. Select a children’s book with a minimum of 4 characters.  
2. Identify the characters in the story. 

Complete an analysis of each character, linking the elements of music that will best exemplify the character’s traits. (BLM 6 Musical Character Analysis)
3. Compose a motif for each character on manuscript paper.  The motif may be a single melodic line (monophonic texture), an arrangement of many lines (polyphonic texture), a melody with chordal accompaniment (homophonic) texture or a cluster of chords.
PART 2:

1. For each theme, select the instrument or instruments or voices that best suits the motif. 
2. Using Finale or another notation software program, insert the notes and the rhythms of the theme. 
3. Indicate the tempo and style that it should be played in using the tools of the software program and a terminology list. 
4. Print off your music.

PART 3:

1. Distribute the music to instrumentalists/vocalists in the class.  If an instrument is missing that you need, experiment with synthesized sounds to substitute.

2. Rehearse your story with the motifs inserted by the players.  
3. Assign a narrator for the story.

PART 4:

1. Adjust and revise parts as the rehearsal requires.

2. Complete a BLM 7 self assessment -group rehearsal..
 
3. Print off a final copy of the music.  
4. Rehearse again.

5. Submit rough draft and final draft of the composition for assessment as well as self-assessment of the rehearsal process.
