	Text Setting Lesson:
 Successful communication requires an understanding of the construction of meaning; The process of setting text to music reveals parallels in structural literacy, from concepts such as chapter, paragraph or verse, to sentence, phrase and motif; 

Setting text connects to literacy, dramatic arts and communication
Melodic Line Lesson 

A melody is a sequence of pitches and durations,  Melodies often consist of one or more musical phrases or motifs, and are usually repeated throughout a song or piece in various forms. Melodies may also be described by their melodic motion or the pitches or the intervals between pitches
Harmony Lesson
Melody and Harmony are two interconnected musical components; Harmony often suggests melody; melody often implies harmony; A melody is expressed in phrases, and made up of motifs.
The Creative Process in Composition
The Creative Process is an eight-stage cycle that provides a practical framework for musical study, performance and creation;Creativity associations, opposites, Poetic text can be used for vocal setting and also as inspiration for instrumental musical composition;

Drama in Music
Musical “character” is conveyed through a consistent combination of musical elements, such as pitch, rhythm, dynamics and articulations 
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
