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MAJOR SCALE WRITING 
Using the following steps to create a Major Scale:

A+

Be sure to use Pencil!
STEPS:

1. Draw your clef.
2. Name your scale.
3. Draw the + key signature that corresponds to the scale name. (** the scale name is the same as the 

+ key signature **)

4. Place your starting note on the staff. (* remember it’s the same name as the + key*)

5. Leaving some room between your notes, draw a total of 8 different pitches WITHOUT skipping 

any lines/space.
6. Place any sharps/flats from the key signature IN FRONT of the notes by the same name.
7.
The first & eighth note of the scale should have the same name BUT be an octave apart.

CREATING A BLUES SCALE FROM A MAJOR SCALE

Using the A+ Scale to create the A Blues scale

STEPS:

1. Draw the A+ scale.
2. Number each of the 8 notes.
3. DELETE the 2nd & 6th notes.
4. LOWER the 3rd & 7th notes by ONE semi-tone.
5. ADD a 5th note that has been LOWERED by ONE semi-tone (therefore, there will be 2 pitches on the 5th line/space of this scale).
