	By the end of the course, students will apply The Creative Process:
· Through the application of artistic choices and interpretations in the performance of assigned and/or chosen guitar repertoire; and
· Through the creation and performance of their own original compositions for guitar.
By the end of the course, students will apply the Elements of Music:

· Through the performance of assigned repertoire.  (e.g. accurately perform notated single note melodies in 1st position; notated rhythmic strumming patterns and chord progressions with notated dynamics while maintaining an appropriate and consistent tempo)

By the end of the course, students will use techniques and technologies appropriate to this course to:
· Demonstrate technical skill when performing guitar repertoire e.g. correct posture, hand positions, fingerings, strumming;
· Apply appropriate compositional techniques when composing and/or arranging guitar repertoire e.g.  notation, dynamics, I m fingerings, down/up strokes, strum patterns etc.; and
· Use current technology when practicing, performing, composing and/or arranging guitar repertoire e.g. use available technology to create, arrange & record repertoire. 


	By the end of the course, students will apply The Critical Analysis Process:
· Using available resources such as recordings, broadcasts, guest artist, concerts, YouTube etc., students will observe and listen to musical examples which are representative of a variety of genres and styles of guitar music with the objective of identifying and articulating their personal responses to them, e.g. first impression, personal preferences (verbal discussions/journals), guided responses to examples of original & cover versions of popular songs;
· Identify and describe the use of elements and other components of music in a variety of performed, recorded and/or notated selections,  e.g. predict, describe the melodic, rhythmic, timbre, & dynamic elements of a variety of guitar focused musical examples presented in aural and/or written format;
· Identify and describe how the different use of elements and other musical components, including technical and expressive aspects that impact the listener, e.g. using appropriate vocabulary, identify the elements which are held in common and which distinguish/identify different performances of examples of original & cover versions of popular songs with reference to intended/targeted audiences; and
· Reflect on the impact of musical opinions of others that can influence their own personal opinion.
By the end of the course, students will be able to demonstrate an understanding of the relationship between music and society:
· Describe how cultural influences are reflected in the lyrics of various tunes in a variety of genres; and
· Describe how commercial music reflects the society of its origin and/or has affected communities or cultures. 
By the end of the course, students will be able to demonstrate an understanding of the skills and personal growth needed for a successful musician:
· Describe how expressing themselves through performing or creating music has affected their self-awareness;
· Describe how the discipline associated with regular practice benefits oneself; and
· Through journals and reflective logs, reflect on their own development as a musician.
By the end of the course, students will be able to identify connections beyond the classroom:

· Explore a music-related career of the student’s choice and prepare a report for the class.

	By the end of the course, students will demonstrate an understanding of theory and terminology appropriate to guitar:
· Using available resources (i.e. recordings, broadcasts, YouTube, personal performances), students will describe the elements of music using proper terminology as they relate to a variety of musical examples
By the end of the course, students will have developed an understanding of the history of musical forms:
· Indentify and describe the origins and development of some musical forms e.g. blues.
By the end of the course, students will demonstrate responsible practices in music:
· Identify and describe the correct body posture for performing/practicing and the importance of protecting their hearing.
