	Key Guiding questions:

1) What kind of musical events require planning and a budget?

2) What parameters must be considered in terms of planning a musical event? 

Whole Class>
As a class, brainstorm a list of projects or events (i.e. a high school music course, a festival, a coffee house, a cabaret, a concert, a masterclass, an expedition/trip, music theatre performance, etc.) that might meet some of the learning goals of this course. Discuss how these projects connect to the learning goals for the course (posted or in student notebooks as part of the course overview).

Choose one project from the brainstorm list to work through with the class. Model the brainstorming process of identifying project parameters. Use guiding questions to elicit items that may be overlooked by the class. (See Teacher Resource 1 Sample Modelled Brainstorm)

Presentation and feedback of learning goals for the lesson 
The modeled brainstorm will contain the success criteria for their own brainstorming process.

Content:

For students with a lack of experience of musical events, this Minds On exercise may take the form of a sorting activity, a mixed list of musical and other events: students may then group from the list and find the characteristics of a musical event.
Product:

Brainstorm list could be a brief assignment to be completed by students ahead of time to reduce the amount of classroom time taken, and to ensure full participation. 
Process:

Use of assistive technology, use of a numbered heads system to ensure full participation, especially if there are reticent speakers in the class
Environment:

For students not accustomed to contributing in large groups, or for those affected by excess noise, this activity could be carried out in smaller groups, using technology, or other collaborative means

	Key Guiding Questions:

1) What are the expenditures and revenues associated with executing musical events or projects?

2) In what ways can economies be found in planning an event or project?

Small Group>

From the generated list, small groups of students (3-5) will choose a project or event of interest to them. 

Each group of students will generate a list of project/event parameters using BLM 1 A Graphic Organizer 

Whole Class>

As a whole class, look at sample project expense reports; Teacher Resource 2 Financial Report Sample, Teacher Resource 2A Financial Report Sample in excel; Teacher Resource 3 Operating Budget Sample.  

Identify and define the two primary components of a budget: expenditures and revenue, and some characteristics of each (see Teacher Resource 4 Expenditures & Revenue)  These definitions may be posted in the classroom.  

Small Group>

Using available resources (listed in the materials section and any other websites or texts that may be useful) students in their small groups research some of the expenditures associated with their specific project/ event. Remind students to consider taxes (HST) in total costs. Provide each group with either BLM 2A Project Budget Template in Excel (if each group has access to a computer) or BLM 2 Project Budget Template (if no computer access) and have them fill in types and amounts of expenditures.

Whole Class>

As a class, brainstorm ways of generating or acquiring revenue, or reducing some expenditures through different means. Consider admission fees, fundraising, budget allocations, donations (monetary or in kind), etc. 

Small Group>

The groups will have some time to review brainstorm and include any appropriate revenue generating ideas along with proposed amounts on the revenue side of the spreadsheet.

Small Group>

Each group should generate a project or event proposal which includes:

i) Project overview and rationale including how the project or event meets learning goals for the course and methods for generating revenue (using BLM 3 Budget Rationale)

ii) Budget sheet with expenditures and revenue (BLM 2 or BLM 2A Project Budget Template)

	Key Guiding questions:

1) Why are some projects or events considered “feasible” and others “not feasible”?

2) How might the learning goals of a course be met through events and projects within a limited budget? What kind of prioritization is necessary to make decisions about what is feasible?
Small Group>
Small groups will post their presentations including budget sheets and rationale … online, Moodle, charts on the wall.

Using a BLM 4 Decision-Making Checklist, each student will peruse the other proposals to make judgments about what projects are feasible within the budget constraints provided by the teacher and the course learning goals. It is important that students describe their reflections and learning in the comments section of the BLM. 

The checklist will ask students to decide on 3 parameters of the project. These guiding questions may help to focus their assessment in each area:

1) What are the merits of the project idea in terms of engaging learners, planning requirements, sufficient detail, access to equipment and materials, etc.?

2) How well might the project meet course goals/ expectations?

3) Do the budget numbers approximate real costs? Have all expenses been accounted for? Is the budget realistic in terms of the financial resources of the department/course?

A final question might be:

4) In light of the ratings in each of these three areas and the overall score, which project(s) are feasible? 

As a whole class, make decisions as to which project(s) or event(s) could be, or will be, pursued within the course.
