	1. Whole class> Discussion> 
Guiding Question:

What is the difference between a need and a want?  

(You may start the discussion by providing a few examples: New pair of jeans – Walmart vs. Designer, New shoes - Payless vs. Designer, etc. Have the students provide additional examples)
Following the class discussion you may find it useful to show the PowerPoint “Do You Read Need It” to further examine the idea of wants vs needs.
2. Whole class> Brainstorming>
Guiding Question: “What should be considered when purchasing an instrument or piece of equipment?” 
This would be the basis of the co-constructed list of criteria for purchasing (Teacher Resource 2 Sample List of Items to Consider When Purchasing an Instrument)
3. Whole Class> Activity> 
Take note:  if you do not have access to a computer, internet and an LCD projector to view information it would be useful to provide students with a printout of required material from indicated website
Using the BLM 2 Comparison and Contrast Worksheet, compare and contrast two different pocket recorders (i.e. Zoom H2 and Tascam DR-1). Use WingfieldAudio.com as a resource (this website contains a great deal of information, students will need to decide what is most important).  
4.  Have the students complete BLM 5 Red Light Green Light to check for their understanding of Financial Literacy terminology.

This completes the introductory portion of the lesson.

	Whole Class>Individual>
Begin this section by going over each component of the research project.
Each student will be given the task of deciding on the purchase of a music related instrument/piece of equipment that could assist them in their musical studies within this class.  This piece of equipment needs to be rather significant i.e. trumpet, clarinet, electric guitar amplifier, keyboard rather than a guitar strap, ligature, instrument stand etc.

Each student will need to complete each of the following sections:  

1. Assessing Needs vs. Wants
Guiding questions: 
“What features do you need? What level of instrument suits you best?” 
Complete the BLM 1 Needs vs. Wants Worksheet 
2. Research> 
Using the co-constructed research checklist as a guide from the Minds On section of this lesson, students will investigate the following:  brands, prices, consumer reports, resale value, maintenance costs. Once choices are narrowed down, they are complete the BLM 2 Comparison and Contrast Worksheet for different brands of items.
3. Investigating purchase> 
Guiding question: 
What purchase options exist? 
Students can use music company web sites or brochures to investigate rent-to-own, financing, and outright purchase options. Using a T chart or other graphic organizer (see BLM 3 BLM 3 T-Chart Organizer) students will investigate Rent vs. own for their chosen piece of equipment.  Students are also asked to develop a purchase plan (i.e. How will I save for this).
4. Final Product>
Produce a poster or other multi-media representation (power point, web page, etc) illustrating students’ choice of instrument, why it was chosen, purchase option and how it will be paid for.
