	Minds On                                                 Approximately 10 minutes
	Pause and Ponder

	Class sits in a circle.  Put the solfège  chart, Teacher Resource 1,  with the fa and ti removed, up on the board.  Using the hand signs and a pointer, sing through the pentatonic scale a few times.  Then sing the notes in other orders.  You do not have to use all the notes each time.  Identify the 5-note scale as a pentatonic scale.
Have a student come up and point to the chart while the class sings the notes.  Have several students play this role.

Teacher works on the specific melodic patterns from the song (“Here Comes a Bluebird” Teacher Resource 2):  so-so-la-so-mi; mi- re-do-mi-do.  Point out the patterns on the solfège chart; students sing with hand signs.
Teacher Tip:  Have students sing softly and listen carefully to the accurate pitches, then practice matching the pitches, using the hand signs to demonstrate the pitch levels
	Assessment as Learning (AaL)
Listen to and give feedback to students who are matching the pitches. 


	Action!                                                   Approximately 25  minutes







	Assessment for Learning (AfL): Observe student`s ability to match the pitches and identify repeated melodic patterns in a song. 
Assessment for Learning (AfL):
Observe the student`s ability to play the bordun, maintaining steady beat.

	Part 1:

Teacher introduces the song “Here Comes a Bluebird” (Teacher Resource 2) by discovery method:  students do not know the song yet; teacher points to the solfège notes on the chart in the melodic order of the song and students sing the indicated pitches.  
Teacher Tip:  The solfège pattern of the song is:   so-so-la-so-mi and mi-re-re-re-re-do-mi-do.  
Sing the song to the solfège syllables, this time to the rhythm of the song.  Have the students discover that there are repeated patterns in the song, e.g., so-so-la-so-mi recurs four times and mi-re-re-re-re-do-mi-do recurs twice.  
Sing the whole song together with the solfège syllables as the teacher points to the chart.  Name the 5-note scale used in the song as a pentatonic scale.
Replace the solfège syllables with the words of the song.

Part 2:

Sing the song, patsch the beat with both hands.

Patsch the beat in a different way, alternating left and right hands while singing the song.  This will become the bordun. 

Teacher models this beat pattern (bordun) on a pitched percussion instrument, e.g., bass xylophone, while the students imitate on their knees.  Teacher and students sing the song, keeping the beat with the left-right patsch pattern. 
Distribute the pitched percussion instruments evenly around the circle.  Review proper mallet technique.
Transfer the patsch to the tuned percussion instruments--low C-low  G, alternating back and forth (see the notation on Teacher Resource 2).  Name this repeated pattern a `broken bordun`.  Play the pattern twice, then begin singing the song.   
 
	

	Consolidation                                          Approximately 5  minutes
	

	Students move around the circle until all students have had a turn playing the bordun on the tuned percussion instruments.
Have students ‘think-pair-share’ reflections on the concepts learned, e.g., What is a broken bordun? How does it add to the song? What syllables of the scale are used in a pentatonic scale?  
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
