	Critical Learning
	Guiding Questions

	Canon is a form in music, where the same part is repeated by different voices, each beginning at a different time. 
Singing a song in canon form creates harmony and changes the texture.
The message and mood of a song can be communicated through movement.
	How can a song be performed in canon accurately?  
What kind of movement effectively express the mood and message of the song?

	Minds On                                             Approximately  10 minutes
	Pause and Ponder

	1.  In Canon groups, students perform the body percussion pattern that they developed (in Lesson 1); 

     a) in unison

     b) in a 2-part canon
2.  The teacher teaches the song “Who Has Seen the Wind” modeling three phrase sections.   

	

	Action!                                                 Approximately 25 minutes
	

	1. The class is divided into three groups.  Each group is assigned a text phrase from the song, i.e.:

i) who has seen the wind? ii) neither you nor I iii) but when leaves hang trembling, the wind is passing by
Teacher Tip:  if the groups are too large, divide into 6 groups; assign the same phrase to 2 groups.  2 complete performances of the song will result.

2. Each group creates a movement phrase to accompany their phrase from the song.  For inspiration groups can use the language of the phrase, a key word or words.  

Teacher Tip:  List and post some criteria for creating effective movement phrases from the Elements of Dance: Body-shape, locomotor movements
Space-levels, direction, movement size
Time-tempo
Energy-force (e.g. smoothly/percussively)

3. Throughout the process of creating their movement sequence, students reflect, revise and refine their movement phrases.  Practice singing and performing the movement to ensure their creation is in context with the song.
	Assessment for Learning (AfL) Observe the movements for the song-how effectively do the movements communicate the mood and meaning of the words?

What words or phrases inspire ideas for movement for your phrase?

What qualities of movements reflect the words of your phrase?  

How do your movements reflect the mood of the song?


	Consolidation                                      Approximately 10 minutes
	Assessment of Learning (AoL)

Self, Peer and Teacher Assessment

How do the movements reflect the mood and message of the song?
Observe students’ ability to keep their part in the canon.

Have students identify goals for performing a 2-part canon effectively.



	Perform the movement patterns to accompany the singing the song in unison.  Reflect on the overall effect of the movement phrases with the song, and the effectiveness of certain movements.

Divide the each class into 2 groups, and sing the song in a 2-part canon:  group 1 begins the song, group 2 starts when group 1 is at the 2nd phrase (marked ‘2.’) 

Reflect on the canon:  What was created when we sang in canon (harmony)? How did the texture change? Why did the canon work effectively (e.g., we kept the beat and tempo steady, we sang the correct pitches, we sang softly so we could hear the other group…) How did it feel to sing in harmony?   What can you do to sing the 2-part canon successfully?
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
