	Minds On                                             Approximately  10 minutes
	Pause and Ponder

	Whole Class>Think-Pair-Share

Tell the students a story of how you got your name. Make up something really interesting if you don't have a real story, or tell or do a shared reading with another kind of naming story like BLM # 1 The Story of Apple or BLM # 2 The Story of Pringles. 

After hearing one or more of the ‘naming’ stories, have students turn to their elbow partner and have each share, for 30 seconds, what they know of how they got their name or what their name means. Share their partner’s story.

Teacher Prompts:

What is a nickname? Why do people get a nickname?
How important are names?
Discuss meanings of names?
If you had the chance to name a new brother or sister, which name would you choose? Why?

Integration: Language – Write a narrative story of how you got your name or how you have named a pet or a sibling.

Use Teacher Resource 5 Exchanging Stories as a guide for the assignment and sharing.

Intermittently play music for rehearsal purposes to remind students of the accompaniment.

Count 16 beats out loud to remind students of the length of their composition.

	Whole Class> Game> Discussion of Creative Process> Model/ Demonstration of group work 

Play a simple name game like Teacher Resource 1 Name Concentration. 

After the game has been played, look at The Creative Process chart (http://www.edu.gov.on.ca/eng/curriculum/

elementary/arts18b09curr.pdf p. 20).  Draw students’ attention to the stages for the next activity: Challenging and Inspiring, Imagining and Generating, Planning and Focussing, Exploring and Experimenting, Producing Preliminary Work, Revising and Refining, Presenting and Sharing, and Reflecting.  

Have a cut out star, Teacher Resource 3 Pointing Star, to visually show the students where they are in the process as they go through the stages.

Brainstorm a list of ways to say their names, using BLM # 3 20 Ways to Say Your Name, as a guide.  Have one group of students model examples.

Small Groups> Name Composition 
Get into groups of 4 (or 3 or 5) with the energizer, Teacher Resource 2 Mingle, Mingle, Mingle game 

In their groups, students: 

· clap every syllable of their first name as they say it out loud to see how it sounds;

· brainstorm different ways to say or sing names of the people in their group; and
· discuss and decide on an interesting order for saying the names, and also the number of repetitions, to create a 16-beat composition (4 bars of 4/4 time)..

Play (Name Boogie mp3 -  long & fast; long & slow; short & fast; short & slow;) to inspire students and show them how fast the beat will be.

Teacher Tip:  If you decide not to use the beat loop provided, then create some rhythmic ostinati to accompany the names and perform with drums, body percussion or found sounds.

Have all students count out 16 beats to know how much time each group will have to perform their name chant. 

Give more time for rehearsing and refining, reviewing The Creative Process Chart to identify students’ stages in the process.
Whole Class>    The Creative Process                      

Review the steps of The Creative Process that students have explored, e.g., Challenging and Inspiring, Imagining and Generating, Planning and Focussing, Exploring and Experimenting and Producing Preliminary Work.

Discuss the feedback they have had so far and start a Descriptive Feedback Chart using Teacher Resource 4 Sample Co-constructed Feedback Chart; post in the room for continued reference.

Perform their section of the class composition for the class with music accompaniment.
Students complete the BLM # 4Two Stars and a Wish or BLM # 4A Two Stars and a Wish for their own and others’ performances.  Share.

Listen to the feedback (assessment) that they heard, revise their composition, practice.


	


	Consolidation                                     Approximately 30 minutes
	

	Whole Class>Performance>Reflection 

Set up around the room so that each small group is ready to perform one right after the other without stopping the music.

Have students reflect on words or phrases that really helped their groups to improve their performance.

Add observations from the process to the Teacher Resource 4 Sample Co-constructed Feedback Chart.  Compare the ‘General Feedback’ and the ‘More Descriptive Feedback’.  
Teacher Prompts:  Which kind of feedback was more helpful to your group? Why? How does it feel to receive the descriptive feedback about your composition and performance?

Option: video record performances in order to have students view and critique/assess their performances.
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
