	Pause and Ponder

	Whole Class

Listen to or watch a funky theme and variation like the “Get Smart Opening Theme Song” for the 1965-1970 seasons or “The Simpsons Theme Song” played on the organ or as a video.

Have fun discussing the changes with the students.

Small Groups>Practice and Refine Group Theme and Variations>Pair and Share (20 min.)

Have groups rehearse for approximately 10 minutes, and then perform/give feedback for 10 minutes.
Pair (2) groups up with a different set of students from the assessment process in Lesson 5. Have them perform their compositions; give and receive feedback from peers. Reflect and modify to get ready for class presentation.

	Small Group Presentations to Whole Class>Peer Evaluation>Reflection>Creation of Theme and Variation Booklet>Self Assessment

Set up the classroom so that there is a “stage” area and an “audience” area

Inform students that they will write peer assessments in their small groups for each group that performs, and that these feedback sheets will be part of a keepsake booklet that each group is going to make.

Booklets will consist of:

· Cover Page –BLM # 13, BLM # 14, or BLM # 15 Theme and Variations Cover Page

· 81/2 x 11 visual representation of the theme and variation to be drawn up by each group as a final activity

· The completed BLM # 11 Our Theme and Variations Chart 
· 
The completed BLM # 12 We Will Totally ROCK U Peer Assessment sheets for their performance from the other small groups (and the teacher if so desired!)

· The completed BLM # 16 Dear Me Letter Self-Assessment  



Have each group perform in the ‘stage’ area; students viewing give verbal feedback to the performers.

Allow time after each performance for writing feedback on the BLM # 12 We Will Totally ROCK U Peer Assessment.  


Collect the forms and repeat process for each of the group performances.

Celebrate everyone’s success!

Distribute BLM # 16 Dear Me Letter Self-Assessment for students to reflect on their role in the composition and fill out as a self-assessment.

On blank sheets, have students draw their visual representation of their own Theme and Variation. Use Teacher Resource 11 Visual Representation as a possible sample/example.
Distribute BLM # 13, BLM # 14, or BLM # 15, Theme and Variation Cover Page, all peer evaluation forms and let groups read all their feedback. Assemble the booklets. 
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
