	Whole Class ( Create a Label or Poster

Review the class list of instrumental care ideas from the first lesson. Handout either the labels or poster paper to students. This activity could be done in partners if you wish, labels are better done individually. 

If you do not have wall space, the students can use large labels that are attached to the stands in the classroom instead of creating a poster.
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Make decisions about how large or small the posters are going to be based on your space, students’ abilities, and the amount of time necessary to complete the task.

	Individual or Groups of 2 ( Create a poster/label

Handout the Appendix I (Poster Rubric) to students. Handout paper/labels. Have students choose the care idea that they want to use. Each student should have a different idea, or express the same idea in a different way (e.g.1. don’t walk with your instrument, e.g. 2. When playing your instrument, stay in your seat!).
Give students time to create their posters and submit them for assessment.
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 Because these posters are going up in the classroom, walk around and give immediate feedback to students if the message is being lost in their presentation. Support their thinking throughout this process.

	Whole Class 

Post students posters/labels around the room. If you need space, rotate the posters throughout the school year so that all the messages are being shared. 
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  Use rubric to assess final poster. Do not write any assessments on the posters as these are going to be placed around the classroom. 
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
