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Teacher Resource 1 
Name Concentration Game

Students sit or stand in a circle and learn a "pat pat clap clap" beat pattern (pat = hands tapping thighs).
Teacher starts by saying the name of one student in the class during the last two beats of the pattern (on the claps). 
On the next set of claps, the student named must then say the name of another student.  
Once a student ‘s name is said, he/she should change levels - sit down, stand up - somewhere that is at a different level so he/she can still participate in the beat pattern but not have his/her name repeated. 
The ultimate goal would be to say everyone’s name without stopping or ‘losing a beat’!
Variation: 
Instead of "pat pat clap clap" do a "pat clap snap snap"  pattern. 
Practise saying names silently as you do the rhythmic pattern so that the students don't freeze when they are trying to say the names out loud in the game situation. 
Have students say their name on the first snap and another person's name on the second snap inside their heads at least 4 times, then practice it out loud at the same time, then start the game. 
In this version, students’ names can be said more than once.
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
