-This is a great piece to show Theme and Variations and all of the different sections of the orchestra. Each instrument section has its own variation, highlighting their special qualities.

by Georges Bizet
- The strong march like melody is developed in easy to identify ways. Although not a true theme and variations, students will be able to hear how the theme is changed throughout the piece.
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
