Probe Question:  Write this question on the board.

“How do you represent or document a composition? What will it look like?”  
Brainstorm answers.

Students will explore various forms of scores and make choices based on their preferences.

	Group work – Concept Attainment

1. Provide samples of 3 types of scores and their accompanying music. Sheet Music, Graphic Scores, Electronic Music, Score and Music, Beethoven’s 5th – Graphic notation
2. Students will look at the scores and listen to examples of the three scores (graphic score, notated score, electronic score) 
3. Teacher Prompt:
“How/when did the composer use the scores?” 

“What sources of sounds were used?”
“What elements of music were explored in the example?”

“Comment on the connection between the type of score used and the sources of sounds and elements of music explored.”

	Group Work
1. Provide numerous examples of graphic scores to apply to an existing piece of film.  Example 1, Example 2, Example 3, Animated film clip
2. In groups, cut and paste parts of the graphic score examples to create a composition to accompany the film excerpt.  Cards
3. Use the score as the basis for an improvised performance to accompany the film.
