	Whole Class> Think Pair Share> Elements of Music  

Using BLM 1Red Light Green Light, have students discuss their familiarity with the elements of music they have learned. Students first assess their own readiness using the activity, then share with a partner; partners try to help each other further their understanding of the elements. Partners share their readiness within  group. Groups share their findings with the class.Take note of the overall readiness of the class to proceed, and provide class, group, or individual support as necessary. 

Whole Class> Discussion>Summative Project 

Your summative assignment is to create a Radio podcast, with you as the host of an engaging show which focuses on an overview of the jazz styles you have discovered in your lessons. The "show" will consist of recordings as well as explanations about the various jazz styles, their uniqueness and similarities, and the people and bands that make the music interesting. Most of the information for your show will be in your Process Portfolios which will contain Listening Logs, and other graphic organizers which will help you organize and formulate your script for your presentation. The rubric for this project will be co-constructed and different models for the final product will be considered. Summative presentations will be presented at the end of Lesson 5.

Whole Class >Concept Attainment 

Students complete a class YES/NO concept attainment activity.  Play a number of musical examples (jazz, pop, classical, R&B) Begin with several that obviously DO represent jazz, and several that clearly do not. Continue to play selections from the data set.
