  Jazz chords are constructed by stacking intervals (most often ​​______) over top of a given tonic. The notes in the chord are called (from the bottom up): root. ____, 5th, and ____. By examining the major scale, we can see where the names come from. 
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There are four main types of chords commonly used in jazz:
  The Major 7th: (CMaj7) – Intervals from the root are ​​_____, _____ and _____ 
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   The dominant 7th: (C7) – Intervals from the root are M3, P5 and m7 (1,3,5,b7) 

  Construct the above chord:
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The minor ​​​​_____ – Intervals from the root are m3, P5 and m7 (1,b3,5,b7) 
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The minor 7th, flat 5: (C-7b5) – Intervals from the root are m3, d5, and m7 (1,b3,b5,b7).
