THE MAJOR SCALE 

  

Using the following steps to create a Concert Bb Major Scale: 

  

STEPS: 

  

1.              Draw your clef 

2.              Name the scale for your instrument (Bb inst. = C Scale, Eb inst. = G Scale) 

3.              Draw the key signature that corresponds to the scale name 

4.              Place your starting note on the staff 
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5.              
Leaving some room between your notes, draw a total of 8 different pitches WITHOUT skipping

CREATING A BLUES SCALE FROM A MAJOR SCALE 

  

  

Using the Concert Bb Major Scale to create the Concert Bb Blues scale 

  

STEPS: 

  

1.              Draw the concert Bb scale (or appropriate transposition for your instrument). 

2.              Number each of the 8 notes 

3.              DELETE the 2nd & 6th notes 

4.              LOWER the 3rd & 7th notes by ONE semi-tone. In jazz, this is called the flat 3rd (b3) and flat 7th (b7). 

5.              ADD a 4th note that has been RAISED by ONE semi-tone. There will now be 2 pitches on the 4th line/space of this scale. In jazz this is called the sharp 4 (#4).
