	 A sample rubric (Teacher Resource 5 Unit Evaluation ) is included in this lesson. It should be noted that co-constructed rubrics are an effective assessment tool and leads to increased student engagement, understanding and success. 

Teachers should note that at this point in the lessons, the creative process and the critical analysis process are almost indistinguishable. Opportunities for creation and critical analysis, while discreet processes, occur together as student's understandings of the concepts increase.

	Whole Class>Concept Formation 

Students complete an exercise in concept formation Play a number of musical examples of funk and rock music. 

Lead the class in the creation of a mind map (Teacher Resource 2 Mind Mapping)
· What does this music make you think of? 

· Explain how the composer manipulated the elements to create the style? 

· Can you explain what the composer was trying to create using this style of music? 

· Do you think the composer was successful? 

Students list recordings and information on their Jazz Listening sheets and include them in their Process Portfolio. 

Whole Class > Graffiti Exercise 

Lead a Graffiti (Teacher Resource 4) exercise asking students to list elements of music that contribute to the definition of funk and rock and the funk/rock style. Post sheet of mural paper at the front of the room. Students list their elements, observe the entries of their peers, and continue to add comments and entries. Post Anchor Chart for review and reflection 

  

 Whole Class > Discussion > Co-constructing Rubrics 

Lead a class discussion in creating a rubric for the summative project (see Teacher Resource 5 Unit Evaluation ). Access anchor charts, listening logs and other graphic organizers used in the lessons and create a mind map of the criteria which will be used in the rubric
