	As a whole class, have student compare two pieces of music (ideally including one from Ghana) applying the elements of music. Have them record their thoughts on a Venn Diagram from the Think Literacy Music, Grade 2 Oral. Model this process and partners will be given opportunities to share their thinking about the music with each other, and contribute their ideas to the whole group’s Venn Diagram. Provide oral feedback. 

Have student listen to two contrasting pieces of music and compare how the elements of music (e.g. tempo, pitch, timbre, rhythm) are used.
