	Small group(  Think, Pair, Share 

Hand out the samples of repair costs from Appendix A and the Student Analysis T-Chart (Appendix B) to each student. Ask students to write down the costs of a variety of repairs that they think are interesting or important on their sheet. In small groups, students discuss which repairs could have been avoided and brainstorm orally what actions could have been taken to help avoid the repairs.

Whole class(  Share the most expensive fix and least expensive fix that they found on their sample sheets (Appendix A) while researching what it costs to fix an instrument. Collect the class information on large T-charts for each instrument (e.g. clarinet, flute, brass, etc…); on the left side of the chart have students write down the repair information and on the right side the cost (see Appendix C).
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This activity will allow you to hand out more simplified samples to students who need more support. When putting the groups together to share information, ensure that they are not looking at the same sheets so that they will share something a little bit different from each other.
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Use the pictures in Appendix F to support the visual learners in the class.

	Groups of 2-4 ( Placemat activity

Handout a large sheet of paper to each group. Ask them to draw a circle in the centre of the page and then create a section where each student has a place to write. In their own area on the placemat, each student independently writes down as many ways to protect instruments from damage as they can. Give them 2 minutes. Once 2 minutes is up, students take turns to share their answers with their group. If any of the answers given are common with others in the group, and the group feels it is a good way to protect the instruments, it should be written into the middle circle of their Placemat. 

Whole Class ( Students share their answers from the middle of the Placemat with the class. This information is used to create a how to care for your instrument list. Display this list as an anchor chart in the class.   
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Allow students’ time to first think independently before going to work in small groups this is then followed by discussion and making decisions on important strategies. By doing this, you will see more student voice represented in the activity.
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 By walking around and looking at what students are writing about instrument protection, you will be able to see if there is anything they might need to supplement their understanding or see where there might be a teachable moment within their discussions that can be share with the class.

Collect the placemats from the groups. Keep the class list of instrumental care ideas up on the wall. Ask students to reflect on the information that they have been looking at and if they can think of anything that they might be missing.

Let them know they will have an opportunity next class to add to the list if they think of something.
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 When students are asked to reflect on what they were doing, they will also reflect on what they are learning.
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
