	Whole Class ( What are the things that you cannot live without.
As students enter the classroom, divide students up into groups surrounding Place Mat charts.  

In their placement section, students are to answer the question, “What could you not live without?”  After finishing this activity, students find the common elements of their groups’ chart.  Groups then select a representative to share three main ideas / points  of their group’s chart.  

Teacher collects the placemat activity for later use.
Hand out sticky notes to students.

	Teacher Tip: Students should be divided into groups of 3 to 5
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Students are given the opportunity to write in their language
