	Whole Class ( Brainstorm: What are wants? What are needs?

Create two circles on the board. Label one “Wants” and the other one “Needs”. When students walk into the room, ask each student to write down at least one thing in each of the circles that they feel should be in that circle. Try not to duplicate what others have written. 

Have a discussion once everyone has placed their “things” in the circle about what are truly needs and what are wants. How do we distinguish the difference between the two of them? 
As a class come up with criteria that can be used to distinguish the difference between wants and needs (e.g. food and clothing vs. video games and candy). Discuss how this relates to money (e.g “Money allows us to purchase items, some items we need, some we want. To survive, how can we make sure that we budget well for what we need and not waste money on too many wants?” “What would be the future consequences of buying too many wants?”)
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This is an opportunity for students to make the financial connections in this unit. This is where the inspiration for their rap is to come from.

	Composition groups from last class( writing rap lyrics

Hand out paper to each composition group (groups made during the first lesson). In their groups have each student write down as many lyrics as they can think of to warn someone of the future consequences of buying too many wants or teaching someone the differences between wants and needs, or something to do with wants and needs. There are no wrong answers! Even if it sounds funny or silly, write them down. 
Give students 3 minutes to write down as many ideas as possible (e.g. life is grand, life is fine, all the videos will be mine!)

Share the sample rap lyrics in Appendix D, if needed. When three minutes is up, have students share their ideas with their composition group. Allow them time to work as a team to create their lyrics. Hand out the rubrics (Appendix F and G), Appendix E (Culminating Task) and their group composition from the last lesson. They will need to practice both the composition along with the lyrics and experiment and revise to mesh the two together.
Give them time to practice, allowing them to revise and refine their rap and composition.
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Give students time on their own to think of lyrics first before sharing in their group. This allows the more reluctant students to participate by giving them time to think before sharing.
