Found Instrument Making 

Students build a wind, stringed or percussion instrument.  Refer to Drums link to:http://rhythmweb.com/homemade/tubes.html or Home Made shakers link to: http://growinggreatkids.blogspot.com/2008/07/rhythm-shakers.htm
Use the following examples as references.

Percussion Instrument (Sonotube or Canister Drum) 

Materials:

Different sized canisters or sonotubes, clear plastic packing tape, colourful stickers or paint.

[image: image2.wmf]Using clear plastic duct tape and a canister or Sonotube, stretch the duct tape tightly across the centre twice forming a “t”.  Ensure the duct tape is secure on the sides of the canister/tube.  Continue to cover the canister overlapping the edges of duct tape tightly.  Continue until a drumhead is formed. Paint the drum or decorate with vibrant colours.

Teacher Prompt: Explore different tones on your drum.  How do you produce the different tones?
Percussion Instrument (Bottle Shakers / Egg Shakers) 

Materials:

Empty pop bottles (various sizes), pill bottles all with lids, plastic eggs, glue gun,

rice, popcorn seeds, dried beans, small pebbles, buttons funnel, stickers for decoration.

Using a funnel, pour approximately two tablespoons of rice, popcorn seeds, dry beans or a handful of pebbles into an empty pop bottle, pill bottle film jar or plastic egg.  Use a glue gun to fasten the lid or the two egg halves to secure the instrument and the contents.  Decorate the bottles with colourful stickers.

Teacher Prompt: How many different ways can you produce a sound with your shaker? Which shaker produces low sounds? Why?  Which shaker has high sounds? Why?
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
