	Pause and Ponder

	Small Group> Think-Pair-Share 

· Have students connect back knowledge developed in lesson two, including: 

· BLM 1Elements of Music worksheet
· Teacher Resource 2 Finale checklist. 

· Share and post the learning goals for the lesson and connect them to the skills and knowledge they require to compose their own pieces (The Creative Process, knowledge of elements, facility with software). 

· In a Think Pair Share, have students assess their readiness to use the elements in their composition using the BLM 5 Red Light, Green Light Elements self-assessment activity. 
· Have partners help each other further to understand the elements. Engage partners to then share their readiness with a small group. 

· Have groups share their responses with the class. Collect Red Light Green Light sheets, taking note of the overall readiness of the class to proceed, and provide class, group, or individual support as necessary (e.g., teacher will provide more samples; compare each others’ work; provide direct feedback).

	Action!                                         Approximately 130 minutes
	

	Small Group> Jigsaw (20 minutes)
· Divide students into expert groups for a Jigsaw lesson.  
· Using the BLM 8 Elemental Choices Form and Teacher Resource 5 Elemental Choices, lead the students through this activity.  Please note that the examples are just that, examples. Please utilize the Naxos Library for numerous examples. Check understanding with Thumbs Up/Thumbs Down.
Whole Class> Discussion> Popcorn Concept Attainment> Co-construct rubric (50 minutes)
· Lead a discussion of Ostinato. Play an example of ostinato from a prepared data set, which includes “yes” examples of ostinato, no examples, and “testers”. Employ a popcorn strategy to elicit ideas about how the music repeats.
· Have students complete a class YES/NO concept attainment activity. Play a number of musical examples from data set. Begin with several that obviously DO represent courage, and several that clearly do not. Continue to play selections from the data set. Have students categorize music into "yes" or "no" examples which do or do not reflect ostinato. Discuss the common attributes of the music they define as “yes” examples. Explain to students that they will focus on ostinato as the ground accompaniment for their composition. Remind students that their ostinato may be as simple as one repeated note.

Small Group> Individual > Compose (60 minutes)
· Review elements using Teacher Resource 4 Co-constructed Criteria Checklist Finale for composing on Finale. 
· Have students compose a short 4-8 bar melody over an ostinato accompaniment of their choice. 
· Have partners regularly review their compositions and ensure outline is being met.  

	

	Consolidation                                Approximately 30 minutes
	

	Whole Class> Performance> Exit cards
· Have students take turns performing their composition for the class. 
· Have students give oral feedback to their peers, and assess students using the co-constructed rubric formulated in the class (Teacher Resource 6)
· Once every student has performed,  have students complete BLM 9 Exit Cards which will be collected by the teacher to both check for understanding and may be used in the summative evaluation for the composition. 
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
