	Minds On                                             Approximately  20 minutes
	Pause and Ponder

	Small Group> Think-Pair-Share
· Have students connect back knowledge developed in Lesson One, including:

· Basic information about the keyboard from their Jigsaw activity, specifically focusing on keys, sounds & voices, rhythms, and other functions associated with their keyboard
· Share and post the learning goals for the lesson and connect them to the skills and knowledge they require to research from where keyboard music came (The Creative Process, knowledge).
· In a Think-Pair-Share, have students assess their readiness to research based on their prior knowledge using the BLM 11 Red Light/Green Light self-assessment activity. Partners will help each other further to understand the research requirements. 

· Have partners then share their readiness with a small group. Have groups share their responses with the class through Popcorn on board. Collect Red Light/Green Light sheets, taking note of the overall readiness of the class to proceed, and provide the class or individual students with support as necessary (e.g., provide direct feedback; seek out support from resource teacher/librarian).

	Whole Class> Discussion> Co-constructing Criteria for Research and Assessment (60 minutes)
(Note: This may be facilitated with school librarian assistance. 
Please refer to the Research Process for help in guiding students through this action). 
· Facilitate an open discussion with students surrounding avenues used to conduct research (e.g., internet; books/magazine/encyclopedia; television/film; recordings; interview). A discussion about accredited information sources should ensue, specifically surrounding the validity of information that may be changed by anyone. Demonstrate plausible information sources and ones that may not be made.
· Students should seek out plagiarism/cheating policy for the school or board (usually located in the student agenda/board website) and review differences and discuss ways to prevent them from taking place. A Works Cited page should be used where possible. The Popcorn activity from the Minds On section, fuelled by this discussion should be used to co-construct a BLM 10 Criteria for Research sheet. This sheet is important to their planning as they complete their research. Have students include the checklist in their Process Portfolio.

· Provide the opportunity to negotiate amongst class what area they wish to focus on when researching about the keyboard (e.g., physical aspects; historical evolution; role of the piano; physical performance demands). Students should choose a variety of aspects for their research.
· Co-construct a Teacher Resource 9 assessment rubric using the Teacher Resource 8 co-constructed criteria for success as a guide. You may prompt and/or guide questions to assist in the exploration stage and encourage positive risk taking.
Independent> Research (120 minutes) 
· Have students apply experience gained from the exploration and experimenting stages, along with the co-constructed BLM 10 Criteria for Research sheet to complete independent research on their chosen field of the keyboard. Observe aspects of students’ work and provide descriptive feedback (e.g., verbal, written).
