	Title:  Understanding Compound Meters (6/8) Through Performance Repertoire 
Lesson #5

	Minds On                                             Approximately 30 minutes
	Pause and Ponder

	Whole Group>Performance (Rehearsal) 

During rehearsal warm up review the concept of simple meter through perform/clap/count basic simple meters. 

  

Rehearse repertoire reinforcing the simple meter concept. 

  

Introduce new repertoire that incorporates a compound meter. 

  

Share and post the learning goals for the lesson and connect them to the performance repertoire that incorporates compound meters.

	 The power of this lesson is to demonstrate how a “theory” concept can be taught seamlessly through performance.  Hopefully students will “buy in” and generate greater understanding of the concept when their learning is directly linked to the performance repertoire.  This lesson should be taught during the rehearsal with the teacher continually reminding the students of the necessity of the concept and skill in order to successfully perform the repertoire. 
  

Assessment for Learning (AfL) 

The various learning strategies will provide teachers with feedback on how the students are doing. 

  

Assessment as Learning 

(AaL) 

The multiple learning opportunities (listening, clapping, writing, performing, composing) will give allow the students to reflect on their progress. 

Differentiation (DI) 

The lesson draws on various learning strategies (hear, write, observe and perform) to help the student understand the concept and demonstrate the skill.

	Whole Group>Concept Attainment 

Distribute and display the Teacher Resource 8 Compound Meter Concept Attainment Resource. 

  

Whole Group>Performance (Rehearsal) 

Following the Concept Attainment activity, return to the repertoire and isolate/rehearse specific rhythms to further reinforce learning. 

  

Think/Pair/Share 

In pairs the students will compose short rhythms in 6/8 and clap/count/perform the rhythms to their partners and eventually the class. 
  

Whole Group>Performance (Rehearsal) 

Following the Think/Pair/Share activity, return to the repertoire and isolate/rehearse specific rhythms to further reinforce learning. 

  

Whole Group>Rhythmic Dictation 

Students will copy 6/8 rhythms performed (clapped) by the teacher. (Take rhythms directly from performance repertoire.) 

  

Whole Group>Performance (Rehearsal) 

Following the rhythm dictation activity, return to the repertoire and isolate/rehearse specific rhythms to further reinforce learning.

	

	Consolidation                                   Approximately  10 minutes
