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	Minds On                                            Approximately 10 minutes
	Pause and Ponder

	Small Groups:  Think-Pair-Share

· Divide class into groups of 3-4

· Discuss possible careers and post-secondary institutions in music

· Record answers onto chart paper

· Display chart papers on the walls of the classroom.  Students will walk around and examine chart papers from all the groups.


	Assessment for Learning (AfL)

	Independent Work:  Research

· Students are to choose one of the careers
· Students will create a music resume and cover letter
· Students will create possible interview questions and prepare to answer them.
· Students will need to research a post-secondary institution and prepare an audition repertoire list, and any additional information or requirements needed.
	

	Consolidation                                   Approximately  30 minutes
	

	Small Groups – Presentations

· Students should have a completed portfolio that will include a music resume, cover letter, set of interview questions, audition repertoire, and the required list of courses and averages needed to be accepted into a post-secondary institution.  

· Divide class into groups of 3-4

· Three-Step-Interview (Interviewer, responder/interviewee, and reporter/recorder

· Students will take turns being interviewed for their potential job or entrance into a post-secondary institution.

· Students will receive feedback in the interview, and use this feedback to reflect and revise their portfolio
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
