                                                                                                                                                 Students can co-develop questions to focus their listening at the performance of a professional or community performance.  These questions can also form the foundation for a concert report.
EXAMPLES
1.
What instruments are in the ensemble?
2. What did you notice about posture, the placement of the musicians in the group, and/or bow holds?

3. What did you notice about musicians who play “your” instrument?
4. Explain how members of the ensemble communicated with each other without speaking (e.g. how did they begin a piece together, how do they keep the tempo etc.).
5. What skills are necessary for this group to work well together in rehearsing and performing music? 
6. In what way has seeing this concert affected how you will play your own instrument?

7. Describe some things you experienced, but did not expect.
8. Describe your impressions of the performance of the piece you liked best.
9. Describe the research that you did before the concert.

Other ideas:  
· Research the location and time of a performance by consulting the local newspapers, Whole Note magazine, Music Department posters, and/or the Internet.
· Find out how to purchase tickets in advance.

· Research the one of the works in advance in your textbook, at the library or on the Internet and use the research to assist you in writing the report.

· Decide what to wear based on the degree of formality of  the occasion and venue.
· Arrive at least twenty minutes early

· Be respectful to the performers and those sitting near you by not making any noise during the concert (e.g., turn off cell phones, no candy wrappers, no talking).

· Follow the program carefully so that you applaud only after complete works or after sets of pieces.
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
