	Students will use the creative process to brainstorm and research a stringed Canadian artist or composer to be nominated for their class’ Orchestra Hall of Fame in the category of lifetime achievement.

	What kind of qualities are needed to be considered for an award of lifetime achievement in music?
Who are the Canadian string musicians (performers, composers) and what impact do/did they have on Canadian music?

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	Minds On                                            Approximately 25 minutes
	Pause and Ponder

	Small Groups:  Think-Pair-Share

· Divide class into groups of 3-4

· Students are to brainstorm on Canadian string artists (e.g., performers, composers)

· Pass out post-it notes for students to record responses

· Label four different chart papers in front of the room with:  Performer, Composer, Both, Other

· Students will take their post-it responses and place it on the category in which they think accurately describes the artist.

Whole Class:  Review Chart

· Class will review the names placed on the four different charts

· Discussion can be generated in terms of the category in which they have been placed

· Discuss as a whole class other names that can be added on these charts


	Assessment for Learning (AfL)

Students will come up with names of artists to see the level of awareness of artists in Canada

Assessment as Learning

(AaL)

Class will review the list of names in the four categories, and will have an opportunity to revise and add more names. 

Differentiation (DI)

A variety of choices are given to the students to provide materials demonstrating the artists’ accomplishments (e.g., recordings, visuals, computer assisted software)

	Whole Class:  Criterias

· Class will co-construct the criteria and expectations for composition. (see Teacher Resource 1 Sample Co-constructed checklist)
· Teacher Prompt:  What kind of documentation is needed to demonstrate that the artist is truly deserving of a lifetime achievement award?
· Students will co-construct a checklist of criteria such as:
-nomination form

-letter of support

-impact of the music on society

-achievements in their performance and/or compositions

-other awards

-concert reviews

-articles (print and online)

-involvement with music education

-good role model to younger musicians

-versatility in genres

Independent Work:  Computer

· Students will choose an artist from the list generated by the class in the four different categories
· Students will research the artist, then create and produce the materials needed to appropriately demonstrate that their artist is deserving of an award in their category.
Small Work:  Think-Pair-Share

· The class will be split up into four teams, each representing a panel of judges to adjudicate the nominations, and come up with a first, second, and third place
· Groups will need to articulate why they have chosen a certain artist as first, second, or third place
