	Pause and Ponder

	Small Groups:  Examine Both Sides

· A strategy that encourages students to look at the world from another’s perspective. 

· Split the class into small groups of 3 or 4 people.  

· Each group should decide on whether to examine the role of the performer, consumer, or industry member, and discuss the benefits and disadvantages from their point of view of copyright

· There should be one person who will act as a recorder; one person who will act as a timekeeper.


	Assessment for Learning (AfL)

Students will be analysing the different roles of each party involved in the production of a musical product.

Assessment as Learning

(AaL)

Students will be gathering information from their peers to be used in their final presentation of their copyright advertisement

Differentiation (DI)

Students will be given the choice to present their final product in a variety of mediums including computer assisted programs, the Internet, and traditional poster styles.
