	Whole Class

· Play a classical symphony using western stringed instruments such as Beethoven’s fifth symphony, and play a piece from another culture, for example, a performance of an erhu, or a Tamil violin.

· Ask students to think about the differences in techniques, mood, dynamics, timbres, etc.


	Assessment for Learning (AfL)

Students brainstorm on the function and origin of a stringed instrument in which they are not familiar

Assessment as Learning

(AaL)

As the students are playing the game, they will be presented with incorrect as well as correct descriptions of the non-western stringed instrument

Differentiation (DI)

Visual and as well as text will be used to help students describe the function of the non-stringed instrument.  Audio and the use of the Internet and Computer assisted software can also be used to help present the different choices in the game.  For example, instead of using words, students could find different sounds of other stringed instruments, and have the class listen to four recordings of different stringed instruments, and have them guess which one connects with the one in the photo.

· Students will now research the instrument, and the correct background and description of the instrument will be copied onto a separate index card.
